The Rights of individuals

· The right to be informed

Individuals have the right to be given ‘fair processing information’, through a Data Protection Notice. This must inform the individual of the name of the data controller [The Revd. Alec Brown and the Parochial Church Council (PCC)] and  how the data controller intends to use your information. The lawful basis for the processing of your data and the retention period of the data must be noted on the DPN. If sharing the information, the details of who will share it must be noted. Individuals have a right to complain to the ICO if they think there is a problem in the way their personal data is dealt with.

· The right to access

Individuals have the right to be given confirmation that their data is being processed if they ask. 

The GDPR allows individuals to access their personal data so that they are aware of and can check the lawfulness of the use and the accuracy of the data. There is no charge for this access.

The data controller has 1 month from the receipt of a request for access to comply.

If access requests are manifestly unfounded, excessive or repetitive, the data controller has the right to refuse or levy a charge. If a request is refused the data controller must tell the individual the reason for this decision, and inform he/she that they have the right to complain to the ICO or seek a judicial remedy.

· The right to rectification (correction)

Individuals have the right to have their personal data corrected (rectified) if it is inaccurate or incomplete. If the data has already been given to third parties, the data controller must tell those third parties of the correction. You must also tell the individuals about the third parties to whom the data has been given.

· The right to erasure (also known as the right to be forgotten)

Individuals have the right to request the deletion or removal of personal data where there is no compelling reason for its continued processing. 

If the purposes for which the data was collected still exist then unless it was given by consent and the individual is withdrawing their consent, the data controller does not have to agree. E.g. Safeguarding information (to protect members of the public from significant harm); Financial information, such as regarding to Gift Aid, cannot be deleted immediately due to financial auditing regulations. The personal data on the Electoral Roll can only be deleted in accordance with the Church Representation Rules e.g. someone writes stating that they no longer wish to be included on the roll or a person no longer lives in the Parish and no longer attends public worship there.

Information in the Parish Registers cannot be deleted under any circumstances.

· The right to restrict processing

Individuals have the right to restrict processing of their personal data in certain circumstances: If they consider the processing to be unlawful and rather than request erasure, they can ask that it be restricted, i.e. that the processing is limited in some respect; or where it is felt there is an inaccuracy. Processing may be stopped until this is resolved. If processing is restricted, data can still be stored, but cannot otherwise be used.

· The right to data portability

Individuals have the right to obtain and reuse personal data for their own purposes across different services. It allows an  individual to move, copy or transfer personal data easily from one IT system to another. It only applies in certain circumstances and is unlikely to affect parishes.

· The right to object
Individuals have the right to object to processing in certain circumstances. This may be where the PCC has relied on ‘Legitimate Interest’ to process data and an individual is not happy with this. 

· The right not to be subject to automated decision-making including profiling

The GDPR provides protection against the risk that a potentially damaging decision is taken without human intervention.
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
